Rowley Jeffery

Rowley joined Newport SLSC in the 1934/35 season

and gained his Bronze Medallion that same season. He
immediately became involved and took on the position of
Assistant Gear Steward, and in later seasons he became a
Committee member.

Rowley was highly commended for his patrol attendance
(30 rostered patrols) in 1935 and competed in R & R,
March Past and surf boats.

In 1939 Rowley enlisted in the Army and, as part of the 9th
Division, served in the Middle East - he was one of the Rats
of Tobruk. He fnished the war fghting in the New Guinea
campaign.

In later years, at the launch of our Patron Peter FitzSimons’
book “Tobruk” at Jonah’s at Whale Beach, Rowley was the
only Rat of Tobruk present. When identifed at the request of
our Patron and author, Rowley received a standing ovation.

Rowley passed away suddenly in December 2007, dying in
his sleep. He is survived by three sons. He was the eldest
son of Life Member the late Frederick Jeffery, and the
brother of Life Member Gerry Jeffery.

Peter Douglas

Peter joined Newport SLSC in the 1945/46 season as an
active patrolling junior member. He became a profcient long
board rider and competed in open competition. His claim to
fame was coming third at the North Narrabeen Boxing Day
carnival in huge seas, beating the Australian Champion, the
legendary Keith Hurst.

Pete was a marine engineer and left the Club when he
joined the Burns Philp shipping line working on the New
Guinea island traders.

Peter’s ashes were scattered at Newport on 18 November
2007. He is survived by his wife Fay in Melbourne, and
three daughters.

As we as a Club head towards our 100 years, | would like
to thank Col Maclean, June and Bert King and the many
helpers for assisting with the writing of a book to celebrate
our Centenary. Thanks in particular to Guy Jennings for
agreeing to write this milestone publication.

| am pleased to report that Newport Surf Life Saving
Club has yet again successfully achieved its ‘duty of
care’ objective by maintaining patrolling services to our
community second to none.

The Club continues to excel and has had another
exceptional year across all areas of operations.

What can | say about 2007/08 except that it brought lots of
challenges which were ably met by the character, skills and
determination of so many marvellous members.

One of the highlights was our undertaking of the Club
renovations, bringing us into the 21st century and trying
to make a 1933 building serve the needs of over 1,000
volunteer members.

It would be quite remiss of me not to thank the Building
Committee specifcally for making this happen. To Rudi
Valla, Grant Dargue, Ted Smithies and lan Storey, all of
whom who worked with me on the Committee, thank you
SO much.

The cost of this project is quite signifcant (close to
$700,000) and major fundraising will need to continue to
allow us to service the $150,000 bank loan.
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Also my sincere appreciation to John Mclnerney who did
so much behind the scenes in drafting our two successful

Grant Applications, which saw the Club receive nearly
$267,000 in grants from the NSW Department Sport &
Recreation.

This year we have reached a staggering 1,014 members.

This season saw 311 of us patrolling, which was up from
273 and, pleasingly, 92 of our patrol strength was U19 years
of age, up from 73 last year.

In 2005 we undertook 4,763 hours patrolling the beach;

In 2006 we undertook 5,841 hours patrolling the beach;




In 2007 we undertook 6,187 hours patrolling the beach; and

In 2008 we undertook a massive 7,301 hours patrolling the
beach and protecting the wider community. This is an 18%
increase from last year.

If we were to quantify this service to the community, our
members have provided in the region of $265,000 worth
of value in just patrolling hours, let alone the number of
rescues and preventative actions undertaken and the
amount of time given to training and fundraising.

This year we continued to develop our skills and expertise
with the completion of 214 new SLS awards, including

47 new Bronze Medallions and 17 new Surf Rescue
Certifcates - up from last year’s number where we
completed 172 new awards.

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Martin Lynch - Life Membership

Martin Lynch was awarded Life Membership on 29 July
2007 at the Club’s Annual General Meeting.

During his time at the Club, Martin spent 17 consecutive
years on the Club’s Management Committee, 12 years as
an Executive Member, of which 6 years were as President.

He also played an
important role on the
Building Committee from
1996 to 2004, where

he was instrumental

in the Club’s Northern
Club Room extension
(opened 1997) and part
of the conceptual stage
of the Club’s major
renovation that was
subsequently opened in
February 2008.

As a long service member, Martin is still a profcient
lifesaver, as he has been for the past 20 years. He has been
involved in a number of rescues at Newport both during and
outside of patrol hours over this time.

He has held a number of roles from Club to national level,
including:

President and Competitor of Newport SLSC.

Martin holds a number of coaching qualifcations, including
Level 2 Surf Coach, Level 5 Sprint Coach and Masters of
Applied Science in Sports Coaching and has used such
skills to develop many successful Newport athletes including
Elona Reinalda to Australian Junior and Open Titles,
Clayton Jones to Australian and World Titles for Newport
and many more.

As an athlete Martin has very few peers and he has
competed in every Australian Championships for the last
19 years, with medals in every Australian Masters and
World Masters Titles since their inception in 1991. He
holds 21 Australian Masters championships Gold Medals
in Sprint, Flags and Relay, along with 11 World Masters
Championships Gold Medals and many other titles and
medals.
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Martin has also been Newport SLSC’s Team manager or
co-manager at Australian and State Championships for the
past 19 years.

Alana and Madison Smithies -
Award of Courage

Two of our members, Alana and Madison Smithies, were
recognised by Surf Life Saving Sydney Northern Beaches
at its 2008 ‘Most Outstanding Club’ awards night. They were
presented with an ‘Award of Courage’ for a rescue they
conducted at Arrawarra Beach, just north of Coffs Harbour,
around 1pm on 22 April 2008.

Alana (17) had only held her Bronze since March 2007 and
Madison (14) was awarded her SRC at the beginning of
the 2007/08 season when they completed the outstanding
rescue of two British backpackers. The girls were walking
along unpatrolled Arrawarra Beach. Knowing the beach
well, the girls recognised that the surf conditions were
treacherous. The beach was deserted; however, there were
two surfboards lying at the water’s edge about 200 metres
away, roughly where a major rip started.

The girls then noticed two people swimming in the middle

of the rip. One of them was going under the water, clearly
struggling against the 1.5 to 2m plunging waves and the
other person was also in distress. Alana and Madison each
picked up a board and ran into the surf. By this time, the two
patients had been dragged a further 50m out to sea and a
further 50m down the beach. Paddling towards the patients,
Alana and Madison called to them to tell them that they
were trained lifesavers and to reassure them that they were
going to be alright.

They were all being dragged further and further out - about
150m offshore in increasingly larger waves. Both patients
struggled to get on the boards as they were not used to
the surf or being on boards. By the time they were ready to
return to shore, the patients were vomiting and coughing
up large quantities of sea water. During the return to shore
Madison'’s patient lost consciousness for about 5 minutes
and Alana’s patient went into a further state of panic and
tried to get off the board. The return to shore took about

15 minutes.

On getting the back to the beach, the patients were found
to be English tourists who had only been to the beach

twice before that time. Alana used her frst aid training and
competition experience to recognise that both patients were
in danger of slipping into the early stages of shock. The
patients were appropriately cared for until additional help
was available.

Alana and Madison are to be congratulated on their heroic
efforts and for putting into place the lifesaving skills they had
gained through their time and training at Newport SLSC.

As you will have read in the President’s report, the Club did
exceptionally well in the Branch awards. For me as Club
Captain, the highlights were Most Outstanding Club in Life
Saving, followed closely by a host of lifesaving awards for
Alana Smithies, Ben Cummins, Kieran Menzies, Brett Budd
and Paul O’Keefe.

Thank you to all of the patrolling members for this season’s
effort; in particular those who put in the big hours and
especially those who attended every patrol, patrolled on
Christmas Day and made my job all that much easier by
knowing you would all be on the beach.

Thanks to Vice Captains Bernie Howard, Ryan Smithies and
Josh Hayward; in particular to Ryan for all the behind the
scenes work, especially with the rosters, and Bernie for help
with gear inspection and being on the beach nearly every
weekend to help out whenever a patrol asked.

A snapshot of this year’s effort is as follows:

*  We patrolled 7,301 hours which is nearly 1,114 hours or 18%
more than 2006/07. Compared to the 2004/05 season, we
patrolled an extra 2,538 hours. It means that we are delivering

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TREASURER'’S REPORT

2008 was another very good year for the Club. In a season
which was heavily disrupted by the Clubhouse building
renovations, we produced a record surplus of Income

over Expenditure of $144,312. Our income was up 36% to
$417,689, resulting in an increase in our surplus by 200%.
Again we must thank our Donors and Sponsors (who

are listed at the back of the report), as their contributions
boosted our income by $116,431.

Due to the renovations, Hall Hire was down by 72%,

After Fives by 10% and Function income only increased
marginally. Our margin on After Fixes and other Functions
was static. Subscriptions rose by 2.4%. Raffe proceeds
were up 30%.

Our costs have been reasonably well contained. As
expected, the renovations have added to those costs,
principally by increasing Depreciation by $21,000

and Interest Paid by $5,375. On the beach, repairs to
equipment, IRBs and boats have been contained, falling
by $9,000. However, equipment write-offs cost the Club

$5,000. Affliation fees show a big increase, but this is
mostly explained by the reduction in Insurances, following a
change in Surf Life Saving classifcation.

There has been a massive increase in our Total Assets over
the year. Current Assets are up by $80,000 and Non-Current
Assets, due principally to the building, by $226,000. Even
after our Bank Loan is factored in, our Net Assets have
increased by $135,000, to $408,000.

The Club Committee, backed by the efforts of many
volunteers and the Building Sub-Committee, has done
a fabulous job in a diffcult season. | would like to thank
all members for their efforts and their wholehearted
contributions to what has been a fantastically successful

season in every way.

YOUTH DEVELOPMENT
OFFICER’S REPORT

| am pleased to report this year has been one of the
absolute best in terms of youth development at Newport
Surf Club. Although the specifc title of Youth Development
evokes images of a person or specifc group doing the

job, it is actually spread right across the club, ranging from
Nippers, lifesaving specifcs right through to competition
activities, encompassing ages 6 — 20years+. This of course
makes my job pretty easy as the more people involved, the
better.

Over the last couple of years there have been two youth
development positions at the club; one in Nippers and
the other in the senior club. With the greater involvement
of many people, | believe youth development has been
successfully operated this year with a single position
catering to juniors, cadets and seniors.

As a broad overview, the club recognises that Youth
Development is tasked to ensure that the club provides its
members from 6 years to 20+ with a variety of activities
that promote fun, learning and leadership development.
Measures of success of youth development can be very
subjective, especially when so many people are throwing

their weight and efforts behind the concept. But here are a
few stats that | can throw at you.

This represents signifcant growth over the last few years
and also goes against the SLS Sydney Northern Beaches
Branch trend of declining numbers from ages 14 and up.
Everyone should be proud of this achievement as it is
these guys we will be looking towards to run the Club in
the future years. Nothing pleases me more than to see
increased numbers of teenagers and 20 somethings at the
presentation nights each year.

I mentioned earlier that the enthusiasm for youth
development is spread across the club. Michael King — with
the Rowers, The Menzies — with life saver skills training and
the special needs group, the water, sand and R&R coaches
and Ray Bratton running the Nippers. Great team, great
cohesion, great results.

We transitioned the regular youth development camp this
year from an SRC skills based theme to a leadership and
mixing theme.

We asked a range of kids to a brainstorming session where
they took some ownership of how The Basin camp would be
run and what was important to them.

It was approximately two days spent at The Basin and was
attended by over 40 young adults ranging from 14 — 20+.
Teams were organised. Learning, participating, mixing,

The winner of the ‘Hans Trumm OAM — Award for Patrolling
Excellence’ for 2007/08 is Brett Budd

This year Brett has
undertaken the duties
of Patrol Captain for two
separate Patrols, acted
as a Bronze Trainer

and been a successful
Beach Competitor.

Brett has been Patrol
Captain for a number
of years and has spent
many seasons building
his team’s skills and
experience in beach
management and operation, whilst encouraging them to
become more actively involved in the running of the patrol.

This season (although the substantive patrol captain) Brett
has stepped aside and supported another patrol member in
developing their skills and experience in the role as Patrol
Captain to enable them to gain the necessary experience,
with the support of Brett acting as vice captain. This is the
second time that Brett has done this with members who
have shown interest and potential in the role.

For this season in particular, this has allowed the Club to
increase its number of women in leadership roles, as the
Patrol Captain being support by Brett is one of our valued
female members, Tina Leck.

Brett’s dedication to his Club was also demonstrated early
in the season when another Patrol Captain unexpectedly
moved away and Brett stepped into this Patrol as the
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CLUB AWARDS continued

Captain until a replacement could be found. He didn’t
hesitate to take on this extra responsibility but, not wanting
to leave his Patrol Captain in Training in the lurch, he

has been doing both patrols for the whole season as a
replacement was not identifed at the time. This commitment
to the Club has also meant that he is high on our list of “Top
10 Patrol Hours” members for this season, a highly valued
award within the Club. In fact to date Brett has undertaken
79.5 hours on patrol.

Brett's second patrol is manned by a group of very keen

and competent but relatively new members, so he has
encouraged each person (including some of our Active
Junior Bronze members) to take part in a roster as “Today’s
Patrol Captain”, looking to give them the experience and
knowledge to handle all aspects of running the beach and
allowing them to deal with all the conditions and problems of
the day, but being there to guide them when necessary.

On both patrols Brett ensures that he knows the strengths
and weaknesses of each individual member and organises
scenarios and in-service training during the patrol to build
on people’s skills, while maintaining watch over the beach.
He also plays a big part in building the skills of the members
on his teams by drawing up a training calendar for his patrol
members of available courses through both the Club and
the Branch, ensuring that each person attends as many of
the courses available to them as possible.

Brett ensures that his patrols are well attended by emailing
or phoning everyone on his patrol during the week prior
and asking everyone to confrm attendance or name their
replacement for the patrol.

Brett has a very calm reassuring manner which enables

him to deal with some of the more testing situations he has
faced as Patrol Captain. These include addressing issues
such as the poaching of marine life from the reef, Surf Kites
in trouble offshore and dealing with the parents of a child left
alone only to be dragged out of a rip three times. On each
occasion Brett handled the situation with tact and diplomacy.

The Club holds at least three Patrol Captain Meetings each
year and Brett has provided great peer support to many

of our Patrol Captains and has taken a leadership role

to encourage other Patrol Captains to look to motivate,
manage and develop their patrol members.

In addition to Brett’'s Patrol Captain duties, he is also a
highly valued and capable Bronze Medallion Trainer and
has been one of the principal trainers for the 47 Bronze
Awards undertaken by the Club this season.
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Brett is also a very active Masters Beach competitor gaining
Gold Medals for Beach Sprints at the Branch, State and
Australian Championships, along with two Gold and one
Silver Medal in the Club’s Beach Relay Team at these same
Championships.

| am pleased to present the Annual Report for the Newport
Nippers for the 2007/08 season.

This has been another successful season for Newport
Nippers. Our numbers grew, our youngsters had fun in the
surf, improved their skills and became safer, our competitors
did well, and we “graduated” another great bunch of
fourteen year olds with their SRC to the world of patrols and
community service with Surf Life Saving.

Our weather was at best patchy over the season of
Sundays and this unpredictability lent to understandably
lower attendance many weeks. Our Club Championships
were even curtailed by a spectacular and dangerous
thunderstorm.

The Nippers had fun on the beach, and | like to stress this,
because unless the youngsters enjoy their time at the beach
and want to return next Sunday, there is no motivation for
parents to bring them back next week. If they don’t return
next Sunday we lose the chance to lift their skills and make
them safer at the beach and in the surf.

Our membership remained strong with 399 members,
with good retention amongst the older age groups, and
including 25 youngsters in our Special Needs Groups.
We have included these with our regular Nippers timeslot
and | believe that this has been very positive for all our
youngsters.

This year some 17 U14s gained their SRC’s and have
already spent time on the beach as patrol members. We
hope that for many this will be the start of a lifetime of
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community service in Surf Life Saving, with the friendships
and rewards that this brings. (It was also great to see a big
group of last year’s U14s gain their Bronze recently.)

Our competitive team continued to train hard and grow

in numbers with some great results at local Carnivals as
well as Branch and State Championships. Well done to all
those Nippers who competed, and special congratulations
to all those who reached their fnals or won medals. Our
Competitor of the Year, Tatum Ansiewicz went on to the
Nationals in Perth, stepped up to U15s and won a medal.

Thank you to those folk who have dedicated their time
and considerable skills to coaching and organising the
youngsters in their sports and competition. James Brooks,
Grahame Tate, Nick Carroll, Mark Stanton, Marty Cowper,
Mike Kiernan, Simon Euers, Glen Borg, Ben Davies, and
Ted Bruce (Mr Carnival Logistics), together with a bunch
of patient chauffeurs and supporters called parents. We
will continue to coach and challenge those competitive
youngsters next year as their skills and performances
improve.

The success of our Special Needs program run by Doug
and Sandy Menzies, for children in need of special care and
assistance, continues. The group has been successfully
integrated with Nippers, and now the Marlins and Dolphins
are on the beach and in the water with us each Sunday. We
do need some more help with this group, but any time you
need a little extra sunshine in your life, go and watch the
enjoyment these youngsters get from the program — and
then volunteer.

The weekly activity of the Club is of course centred on

the beach and water activities and skills training. This

is delivered week in week out due to the efforts of our

Age Managers and those parents who assist. To each

and every one of these committed folk, on behalf of the
Committee and the parents, our thanks. You make it happen
for our youngsters and your community. This season we
have improved the standard of the training and activities
delivered, and we plan to continue this improvement next
season.

Over the Christmas break we ran a surf ‘clinic’ with over
60 youngsters attending.

Member Protection Information Officer’s Report

The Child Protection Offcer (CPO) was for many years a
position that was mandatory in sporting bodies where there
were children as members. Legislation has changed with
the times and we now have a position in the Club which is
the Member Protection Information Offcer (MPIO).

There is a difference in the two positions. Member
Protection is a term used by the Australian Sports
Commission to describe the practices and procedures

that need to be put in place by our club to protect our
members, individual and organisational, from discrimination,
harassment, abuse and other forms of inappropriate
behaviour.

The core document for this area is our Member Protection
Policy (MPP). This statement is our commitment to providing
a safe environment that is fair and respectful and free from
harassment and abuse for everyone, including children. The
MPP for our club is currently in fnal draft form and, once
endorsed by our Committee, will be in effect next season.
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The Member Protection Information Offcer (MPIO) is a
person trained to be the frst point of contact within our Club
for any person considering making a complaint under the
Member Protection Policy. MPIOs provide confdential,
impartial and timely information and support They act

as a sounding board and provide information about the
local complaint resolution options available to address the
individual’'s concerns. MPIOs are not advocates but they
may elect to accompany complainants, if requested, to talk
with someone else. An MPIO will listen and act impartially.
An MPIO will not advocate, intervene, take sides, give
advice, investigate or breach confdentiality.

It is important to remember that the MPIO is an information
and support person who is your frst point of contact if you
have a complaint under the terms of our MPP.
